· Strong Neighborhood Association (good news letter/involvement)
· *Neighborhood has 732 homes.  500 voluntary members in neighborhood association
· Large membership due to deal made with recycling/garbage discount
NEEDS:
· Snow removal
· Recycling
· Leaf removal
· Stronger Identity or Landmark for neighborhood
· Slowdown traffic, especially at intersections
· Bus shelters
· Bike racks
ISSUES AND CONCERNS: 
· Incorporate apartment dwellers with neighborhood
· Neighborhood is divided between two metro council districts (#11 & #23)
· Non-residential traffic -> Speeding, they have incorporated speed bumps
· Increase involvement of young & old residents
· Safety (lighting)
· Solicitors (questionable door to door)
· Crime: Possible daytime break-ins, nighttime cars-check to see if cars unlocked
· Water (flooding) under RR overpass (operated by Southern RR)
· Too much on street parking
HOPES AND DREAMS
· Neighborhood Association wants to be go between for needs to assist neighbors with services 
· Saving neighbors $ by forming community partners (similar to bartering system)
· Neighborhood Association wants to be a strong representative for neighbors (help bring their needs/concerns to attention of city, utility companies, etc…)
· Dangerous intersections addressed (especially lights at Breckinridge Manor & Six Mile Lane)
· Slow Breckinridge Lane traffic
· More youth involvement
TARC REPRESENTATIVE’S INSIGHT:
· TARC funding is federal money & even $1 spent of Federal Money adds regulations to the process (See Handout and will also post on Center For Neighborhood’s Blog)
· Don’t freak out about the federal regulations because most can be worked around
· Most things are common sense such as use local (American) materials
· Remember these are taxpayer dollars
· TARC does NOT own bus stop property, but does own TARC signs and any shelters or benches
· City owns easement and CBS owns advertising
· Maintenance is key.  TARC doesn’t own the property, so it doesn’t maintain it.
· TARC should NOT be anonymous in the artwork
· TARC’s interest is the beautification of the bus stop
· Make transit more attractive and visible
· TARC does have hybrid buses
· Working with the city-> usually better to ask permission and Geoffrey will help.  Contact Kate to get in touch with Geoffrey.
· Route 23 and maybe an express service the area
· Highest traffic area in neighborhood (Breckenridge Lane & Manner Dale Dr)
· Areas with most walkability (Woodgate Ln, Landside Dr, Pomeroy Dr, Graft Dr)
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
