Suggested Procedures

I. Zoning Cases
1. Notice of committee consideration of a rezoning ordinance shall be given at least       

seven days in advance to all those parties on the notice list for the Public Hearing before the Planning Commission and to those who spoke at the Public Hearing.
      2.   A staff member of the Department of Planning and Design Services will give a     

brief summary of the case based on the record of the public hearing before the Planning Commission, including Council District, dates public notification requirements were met, Planning Commission recommendation and corresponding vote.
3.   Unless the Committee or the Council decides to hold a full, trial-type 
hearing, no parties shall introduce any new evidence, new witness, or any information that is not contained in the record compiled by the Planning Commission. Only discussion of and interpretation of that record will be allowed.
4. At any Committee meeting where amendments to the recommendation of the Planning Commission are introduced or discussed, the applicant or its representative shall be allowed adequate time to discuss the proposals. In addition, other members of the public (neighbors, opponents, neighborhood associations, etc.) or their representative shall also be given an adequate opportunity to discuss the proposed amendments or the proposed ordinance.
5. At any Zoning Committee meeting where a zoning ordinance is on the agenda and no amendments are proposed, the Committee, in its discretion, may choose to hear answers to questions or brief comments from both the applicant and the public.
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
